There is a statue of Gyoki in front of Kintetsu Nara
Station. Gyoki is a monk who built an enduring symbol
of Nara, the Great Buddha in Todaiji Temple. The
square where the statue stands is a favorite place for
Nara locals to meet somebody by appointment, much
like Hachiko's statue in Shibuya, Tokyo. They say "Let's

meet at Gyokimae (in front of Gyoki)."
