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I think you know that the highest mountain in Japan is Mt.
Fuji. However, do you know the largest island among the
remote islands of Japan [not counting the main islands)?
There is a land in Niigata which attracts many tourists,
both Japanese and from overseas, where Peach has
launched its service about a year ago. That is the largest
remote island in Japan, Sado. Finding gold flakes at Sado
gold mine, riding tub-boats that have appeared in a
famous Japanese anime movie, and other delights seem
to captivate many people including connoisseurs of
Japanese culture from foreign countries.

It is said there are as many as seven dialects in Niigata.
Strangely, a dialect similar to that of the Kansai Region is
spoken in Sado Island. One of the theories which
explains that is the trade ship called Kitamaebune, which
was in service from the middle Edo period to the Meiji
era. There was a close exchange between the Kansai

Region and a port of call, Sado.

Theisland is 1.5 times as large as the 23 wards of Tokyo.
Itisjust as full of allures in proportion to its area, and
you can even hear the Kansai dialect. How about taking a
